Reader  A reading from the Gospel of Mark             (Pause for silent reflection) 

 

 Optional Discuss these questions in two’s or three’s.          The reading is on the reverse side. 

1.  What helps you to stay positive when confronted with negative news or personal trials? 

  2.  What suggestions do you have for dealing with those who emphasize “the sky is falling”? 

 

Response (Taken from Mk 13:24-32) 

Side 1  “Know that he is near, at the gates.” 

Side 2 May we grow in trust and the peace that comes from firm faith. 

Side 1  “Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass away.” 

Side 2 No matter what fears bombard us, we can rely on the promises of God. 

Side 1 “But of that day, no one knows … only the Father.” 

Side 2 The message is clear:  no panic, just trust in God’s care.
